Duration
The first program starts July 3 and runs for two weeks,
ending July 16. The second session starts July 10 and
runs until August 6. Discounts are offered to students
opting to take both sessions and to students who are
returning.

Courses

Classes celebrating Greek language, culture and history
are offered each year providing both an unforgettable
learning experience and up to nine transferable

university credits (if students attend both sessions).

Academic credit is transferred to a students home
institution by an official transcript issued by the
University of Indianapolis.
